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British Society for Oral & Maxillofacial Pathology

Research Grants Scheme

The British Society for Oral & Maxillofacial Pathology offers up to two small research grants up to a total of £1000 each per year for the support of research projects which will contribute to the advancement of Oral Pathology.  The maximum single amount is £1000. The deadline for submission is 31st January.
Purpose of the scheme

· To provide ‘pump-priming’ funds for the purchase of small items of equipment or consumables to support young researchers or new areas of research which are not yet ready for Research Council support.

· To provide funds for small items of equipment or consumables needed for ongoing projects where funds may not be available, either from department sources or from other grant-awarding bodies.

The scheme will not support costs of travel or subsistence for attending meetings or for visiting other departments or units. Funds for these may be applied for under the British Society for Oral & Maxillofacial Pathology Scholarship Scheme. The scheme will not meet indirect costs, or costs of such things as postage or items normally expected to be available in a department, e.g. stationery, photocopying or basic laboratory consumables.

Eligibility

· The scheme is open to any individual working in the field of Oral and Maxillofacial Pathology.

· It is the wish of the BSOMP particularly to support young researchers who may not yet have achieved a track record and who wish to pursue a career in Oral and Maxillofacial Pathology.

· Applicants must be members of the BSOMP or must be sponsored by a member of the BSOMP.

How to apply

A complete application consists of three components:

1. a completed application form

2. a letter of support from the Head of Department

3. a brief CV

Closing date: Applications must be received by 31st January for notification at the Annual General Meeting in April each year.

Awards will be made on the recommendations of three members appointed by Council and not connected with the applicant. Council may only partially fund some applications to allow more projects to be funded if more than two worthy applications are submitted. Successful applicants will be expected to submit a written progress report of their research 1 year after the award of the grant and will be encouraged to report the findings of their research to a meeting of the Society.
